Regulations for English Vocabulary Spelling Competition, 105th Academic Year, Tamkang University

I. Goal: The format of competition and rewards motivates students in English learning.

II. Time: 2019, October, 15th (Tuesday) 18:30-20:30 PM

III. Venue: Ching-sheng International Conference Hall (T301), Tamkang University

IV. Organizer: English Department, Tamkang University

V. Eligibility: Undergraduates, day and night programs and regardless of specific mother tongues

[bookmark: _GoBack]VI. Registration: Deliver the application form and 100-NT-dollar deposit to Office of English Department (FL207) during 2019, September, 20th – October, 11th. The deposit will be returned on your fulfillment of the competition obligation; if not, withheld. 

VII. Detailed Rules:
A. Order of Appearance—Participants register at the venue during 18:00~18:25 and order of appearance is determined by drawing the lot. The organizer draws the lot on behalf of belated participants if necessary. Failure to register is regarded the same as forfeiting one’s right.
B. What to Compete—Please visit 2019 Word Bank announced on the official website of English Department (website: https://www.tflx.tku.edu.tw/english/file/1154).
C. Conduct of Competition—
1. Participants perform as ordered.
2. Chief judge reads the vocabulary twice and clarifies it once, followed by the last reading it.
3. Participants spell the given vocabulary and make it complete in 10 seconds.
4. Misspelling (no chance of modification) or failure to spell in 10 seconds is deemed immediate elimination.
5. Participants are entitled to judge’s reread and re-clarification respectively once.
6. In the turn-based competition, failed spellers are eliminated and winning spellers are entitled to advance into next level. The last participant remaining on stage is granted the championship.
7. The first five rankers, if overlapping their ranking in the competition, take one-on-one competition for the purpose of rank decision.
8. Clarification of competition process is displayed in the file attached.
D. Rewarding—1st ranking: 1,500 NT dollars and a certificate of award
2nd ranking: 1,200 NT dollars and a certificate of award
3rd ranking: 1,000 NT dollars and a certificate of award
4th ranking: 800 NT dollars and a certificate of award
5th ranking: 500 NT dollars and a certificate of award
VIII. Winners’ Obligation— First-prioritized participants on behalf of Tamkang University in relevant competitions

IX. The competition organizer is entitled to revise and complement the regulations if necessary, and to announce beforehand.

· Access to Word Bank is prohibited ever since the beginning, until the end of the competition and in sudden-death playoff.

1. Participants enter on stage as ordered and enter the next round if spelling correct.

Apple A-P-P-L-E

Correct.

	Result:
Enter the next round. Please wait for the next round at the ordered seat.




2. Participants enter on stage as ordered and are eliminated if spelling wrong. Enter the sudden-death playoff for the top 5 if participants are at the same ranking.
	Judge:
Dance, Dance. To move your feet and body in a way that matches the style and speed of music. Dance.
	No. 2 participant:
Dance D-A-N-S
Correcting the spelling is not allowed.
	Judge:
Incorrect.

	Result:
Eliminated. Please for the waiting area for sudden-death playoff.




3. Next participant resumes the spelling the same word that the previous participant have misspelled as the judge sets words as ordered.

	Judge:
Dance, Dance. To move your feet and body in a way that matches the style and speed of music. Dance.
	No. 2 participant:
Dance D-A-N-C-E.
Judge will not set the next word until it is spelled right.
	Judge:
Correct.

	Result:
Enter the next round.





4. Participants are entitled to judge’s reread and re-clarification respectively once.
	Judge:
Flower, Flower. The blossom of a plant. Flower.
	No. 4 Participant: May I have the definition again, please? Could you please repeat the word?
	Judge:
Flower, the blossom of a plant. Flower.

	No. 4 Participant:
Flower. F-L-O-W-E-R. Finish the spelling in 10 seconds after the re-clarification.
